To work independently in construction work including laying and raking tarmac and other
flexible surfacing, paving and kerbs to precise levels and tolerances, laying drainage,
trench shoring, manhole construction, steel fixing, reinforced concreting, fencing and
bricklaying associated with Highway work.

Proficient in the use of recognised setting out techniques and equipment such as string-
lines, spirit levels, offsets and dips using basic data from information supplied on draw-
ings or under the guidance of the Highways Supervisor or Roadworker Level 3.
