e Take a pastoral role as a group leader, welcoming new children and young people into your group, supervising and engage with children and
young people during activities and outside of activity time

e Continuously promote the welfare of children and young people in your care.

e Show high levels of energy, enthusiasm and professionalism, acting as a suitable role model for the children and young people.

e To complete any documentation required relating to group sessions; e.g. individual record cards, assessments and any other relevant
documentation.

Outdoor Education Service
