This
document must not be altered once it has been signed but it will be reviewed annually as part
of the Performance Management process or as appropriate.

SUMMARY:

To work with the Headteacher and Senior Leadership Team and to take responsibility to
prepare, deliver, review and evaluate all aspects of the curriculum which you teach. To educate
primary aged children following the National Curriculum and other locally agreed guidance.

Upper Pay Scale Teachers (if applicable):

Teachers on the upper pay scale can be expected to make a significant and sustained impact
to whole school development in line with the statutory requirement to meet threshold
standards. In particular, teachers will:

e Provide a role model for professional practice in the school
e Make a distinctive contribution compared with other teachers
e Contribute effectively to the wider team

e Make significant contributions to implementing workplace policies and practice and to
promote their implementation.

e Promote collaboration between colleagues and contribute to their professional
development through coaching and mentoring, demonstrating effective practice, and
providing advice and feedback

Teaching Responsibility (all teachers):

e To teach children in the Primary age range, catering for the ability and the aptitude of
all children within classes, through effective planning, preparation of lessons, marking
of work and on-going assessment

e To licise with parents/carers, providing them with regular updates on their child's
learning and progress

e Assist in ensuring that the children enjoy and benefit from a high quality education

e Promote the active involvement of pupils in their own learning

permeate throughout and are reflective in the behaviour of all stakeholders.

e Set high expectations for your own performance and that of others
e Take the appropriate role in safeguarding the safety and welfare of staff and children

e Be available before and after school to support teachers, teaching assistants, pupils,
parents and carers as required

e Create and maintain effective partnerships with parents and carers, as the prime
